PART OF THE A-BAG.  THESE KITS WILL BE OBTAINED THROUGH MEDICAL SUPPLY.

THERE ARE TWO NSN'S FOR THESE: 6545-01-094-8412 (WITH DATED ITEMS) AND

6545-01-400-3397 (WITHOUT DATED ITEMS).  HQ AF/SGML REQUESTED HQ AF/ILGD INFORM ALL UNITS TO USE 6545-01-094-8412 ONLY.  IF YOUR A-BAGS CURRENTLY HAVE THE NSN FOR THE FIRST AID KIT WITHOUT DATED ITEMS IN THEM (6545-01-400-3397), YOU MUST CONTACT MEDICAL SUPPLY FOR REPLACEMENT/SWAP OUT.  THE OLD KITS SHOULD BE RETURNED TO MEDICAL SUPPLY FOR REPACKING ASAP. IN ADDITION, IF NOT ALREADY BEING ACCOMPLISHED, LOAD KIT EXPIRATION DATES IN MOBILITY INVENTORY CONTROL AND ACCOUNTABILITY SYSTEM (MICAS) ASAP (FOR NSN KIT 6454-01-094-8412 ONLY).  

3.  DO NOT REMOVE DATED ITEMS FROM INDIVIDUAL FIRST AID KITS.  DOING SO

WILL BREAK THE INSPECTION SEAL AND MAKE THE KIT UN-SERVICEABLE.  THESE ITEMS WILL NOT BE ISSUED/USED FOR LOCAL EXERCISES.  THEY ARE FOR "REAL WORLD" DEPLOYMENTS ONLY.  NO ALTERNATE OR VARIATION WILL BE USED.  

4.  IAW AFI 10-403 DEPLOYMENT PLANNING AND EXECUTION, THE UNIT

DEPLOYMENT MANAGERS (UDM) CHECKLIST ASKS:  "HAVE PROCEDURES BEEN ESTABLISHED TO ENSURE INDIVIDUALS IDENTIFIED OR SUBJECT TO DEPLOYMENT ARE BRIEFED ON RESPONSIBILITIES IN SUPPORT OF UNIT DEPLOYMENT TO INCLUDE PERSONAL CLOTHING/EQUIPMENT AND PROFESSIONAL EQUIPMENT/SUPPLIES?"  UDM'S MUST ENSURE THAT IF THEIR PERSONNEL ARE DEPLOYING TO AN AREA THAT REQUIRES DEET/BUG REPELLENT OR SUN BLOCK, THAT THESE ITEMS ARE ADDED TO THE "A" BAG BEFORE DEPLOYMENT.  PERSONNEL MAY PURCHASE THESE ITEMS ON THEIR OWN, OR UNITS MAY WISH TO PURCHASE THESE ITEMS AND STORE THEM ACCORDINGLY.  REMINDER:COMPONENTS OF THE "A" BAG ARE UNIT-FUNDED.  PROPER SHELF-LIFE MANAGEMENT AND LOCAL HAZMAT POLICIES WILL BE COMPLIED WITH.  BELOW ARE THE SG-RECOMMENDED NSNS.  

A.  ORDER DEET/BUG REPELLENT - RECOMMEND NSN 6840-01-284-3982.

RECOMMEND BOI BASED ON HIGH (4 TU) OR LOW (2 TU) INFESTATION AREAS.    

B.  ORDER SUN BLOCK - RECOMMENDED NSN 6840-01-288-2188.  BOI OF EITHER

2 OR 4 (TU) BASED UPON CLIMATE, SEASON, OR DUTIES PERFORMED AT THE DEPLOYED LOCATION.

5.  MAJCOMS, PLEASE STRESS THE IMPORTANCE OF THIS MESSAGE TO YOUR

WINGS/UNITS.   THEY SHOULD NOT BE SCRAMBLING TO PURCHASE THESE ITEMS AT

THE TIME OF DEPLOYMENT.  ITEMS MUST BE ON HAND,  SHELF LIFE PROPERLY

MANAGED, AND BE READY TO DEPLOY.

PART TWO  

1.  THE PURPOSE OF PART TWO IS TO CLARIFY POLICY ON THE STORAGE OPTIONS

FOR THE A BAG. 

2.  THE LOGISTICS READINESS SQUADRON (LRS) COMMANDER  CAN CHOOSE ONE OF

THE OPTIONS LISTED BELOW.  

OPTION A.  STORE THE A-BAG IN THE MOBAG SECTION OF LRS.  LRS WILL MANAGE BAGS AND ALL ITEMS STORED IN THEM AS NEEDED. 

OPTION B. BULK-STORE THE SHELF LIFE ITEMS IN THE MOBAG SECTION OR THE

HAZMAT PHARMACY (PHARMACY TYPE ITEMS INCLUDE DEET AND SUN BLOCK).  THIS IS NOT CONSIDERED COURTESY STORAGE FOR THE UNITS.  IF THIS OPTION IS USED, THE "A" BAGS MUST BE STORED IN THE LRS MOBAG SECTION.  THIS OPTION SHOULD PROVIDE EASIER SHELF LIFE MANAGEMENT; HOWEVER, IT COULD CREATE EXTRA WORK AT THE TIME OF DEPLOYMENTS.  SINCE THESE ITEMS NEED TO BE DEPLOYED WITH THE A-BAGS,  ITEMS MUST BE PUT IN THE BAG PRIOR TO  PERSONNEL DEPLOYING.  THESE ITEMS COULD BE BULK-SHIPPED WITH THE DEPLOYING UNIT IF SPACE ALLOWS.  ALSO, FOR INDIVIDUAL TDYS, THE UDM IS RESPONSIBLE FOR MAKING SURE THESE ITEMS ARE PUT IN THE A-BAG PRIOR TO THE INDIVIDUAL DEPLOYING.

OPTION C.  STORE "A" BAGS AT  EACH UNIT.  IF THIS OPTION IS USED, EACH

UNIT WILL ACCOMPLISH PROPER SHELF-LIFE MANAGEMENT AND ENSURE BAGS ARE READY TO DEPLOY.  THE LRS WILL ASSIST IN ENSURING THAT ITEMS ARE BEING MANAGED PROPERLY.  IF THIS OPTION IS USED, THE OWNING UNIT  WILL PROVIDE LRS MOBAG SECTION ALL THE SHELF LIFE INFORMATION NECESSARY TO UPDATE THE MICAS. 

OPTION D.  LRS COMMANDERS MAY ELECT TO USE A COMBINATION OF THE OPTIONS

LISTED.  IF SO, ENSURE PROPER SUPPLY DISCIPLINE IS FOLLOWED IN THE

MANAGEMENT OF THESE ITEMS.   

5.  MICAS WILL CONTINUE TO BE USED TO MAINTAIN ACCOUNTABILITY OF BAGS

AND TRACK SHELF-LIFE DATA.  THE LRS COMMANDER OR DESIGNATED POC FROM THE LRS MOBAG SECTION WILL COORDINATE WITH ALL AFFECTED UNITS SO THEY UNDERSTAND THIS MESSAGE AND ENSURE PROPER SHELF LIFE PROCEDURES ARE FOLLOWED.  ALL A-BAG ITEMS WILL CONTINUE TO BE O&M FUNDED.
