How to Search Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) Pricing Online 

Go to the VANAC website:  www.va.gov/oa&mm/nac/, and at the left side of the page, under General, click on Contract Catalog Search Tool.  Go to the bottom of the page, click on NAC_Contract_Catalog_Search_Tool.zip.  A “File Download” dialogue box will come up asking if you would like to open the file or save it to your computer.  Click on Open.  A WinZip Dialogue Box appears, click on I agree. Click on NAC Searchable file, and it takes you to the Searchable Contract Repository Main Menu.  On the Contract Catalog Search web page, you have an option to either click on Search Pharmaceutical Catalog or Search Med/Surg Catalog.   

Search Pharmaceutical Catalog gives you the option to search by Option 1 (Item Name Search), Option 2 (FSS Contract Selection) or Option 3 (Quantity/NDC/ VA Class).  For example, type in Insulin under Item Name Search.  This brings you to the National Acquisition Center / Pharmacy Benefits Management Screen, which shows you all the    FSS contractors that sell that particular product, Vendor name, Description of the product, NDC number, and Packaging, Price per Dose.  Click on details, to the left, if you want to find the generic name, trade name, Vendor POC, VANAC Contracting Office, and Payment/Delivery Information. 

Med/Surg Item Search allows you to search by Option 1(item name and/or catalog number), Option 2 (FSS contract number), or Option 3 (Special Item Number (SIN).   If you type surgical masks under Option 1 (item name), you should see the Catalog Number, FSS contract number, vendor name, FSS price and SIN.  To the left, click on details to get the vendor POC, VANAC Contracting Officer, Payment Delivery Information, Ordering POC.  Also notice at the top that some vendors offer tier pricing.  Now suppose you want to find out if a vendor holds a FSS contract.  Under Option 2 (FSS contract number), click on the drop down box which will show an alphabetized listing of all vendors awarded a FSS contract by the VANAC.
