SLEP Re-labeling “Keep It Safe”

As you know, we have a requirement to relabel each item down to individual issue; this requires removing all packaging to expose the item. However, there are items, such as autoinjectors, that require “extreme caution” when handling during the re-labeling process. The most important precaution is not to touch the injector pin, for it is spring-loaded and highly sensitive to pressure. If the injector pin of a chemical antidote autoinjector is activated and comes in contact with the body, the individual may experience drowsiness, pupil dilation, rapid heart rate, skin dryness or stomach upset.
