The Air Foree recognizes that preparation for promotion testing is an
important endeavor for members striving for career advancement. In 1993
senior Air Foree leadership made a commitment to provide a personal set of
WAPS CDCs to each enlisted member competing for promotion. This part of
the WAPS Catalog explains the processes and procedures used to distribute
WAPS CDCs

During the initial implementation in 1994, all eligible members received a
complete new set of CDCs. Subsequently. the Air Force Institute for
Advanced Distributed Learning (AFIADL) shipped WAPS CDCs to first-time
cligibles and those individuals whose previously issued CDCs were changed
or supplemented. In 2003, AFIADL will ship an initial set of WAPS CDCs to
first-time eligible members and new or supplemented CDCs to those whose
previously issued CDCs have changed
