Government Purchase Card (GPC) Corrections

MEDLOG Sites ONLY

Government Purchase Card (GPC) receipt reversals are causing overstatement of obligations in the Air Force Working Capital Fund – Medical Dental Division (AFWCF-MDD).  If your account is using a MEDLOG computer system, you may be adding to the problem.  All GPC receipt reversals must be coordinated with your Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) field office (OPLOC).  AFMLO/FOS can assist with this coordination if requested and will provide guidance on transaction reversals if required.  GPC orders are handled in a special way in finance’s computer system.

When processing GPC transactions (due-ins, receipts, etc.) in MEDLOG, the first position of the Purchase Order (PO) number must be an “I”.  This enables DFAS’ system to properly route these transactions to the Standard Materiel Accounting System (SMAS).  In SMAS, these transactions are posted to General Ledger Account (GLA) 2110_20_09, which is an accounts payable suspense account for the GPC.  Accounts payables mean we (Medical Logistics) owe someone money, usually a supplier, thus obligates funds.  This is where the term ‘obligations’ comes into the picture. 

One of the ways obligation problems occur is when GPC receipts are reversed to correct erroneous data entry, such as correcting the price.  MEDLOG doesn’t have the ability to pass the PO number information to DFAS in receipt reversal transactions.  As a result the reversal is posted to the wrong account (GLA 2110_20_08) in SMAS.  The GPC suspense account GLA 2110_20_09 still has the original receipt and the reprocessed receipt with corrected information, essentially increasing the amount in this account.  

For example, you process a GPC receipt for $1,000.00 and you found that this was not the correct price.  So you reverse the receipt.  Remember, there’s no place for a PO number in the reversal and it posts to the wrong account in SMAS.  You reprocess the GPC receipt for $100.00, the correct price.  The GPC suspense account now has $1,100.00 instead of the correct amount of $100.00.

DFAS does not have the ability to identify and correct the erroneous receipts (dollars) posted to GLA 2110_20_09 without your help!  The only solution at this time is for the Medical Logistics staff to contact their DFAS (OPLOC) at least once a month and provide them with the detail data of the GPC receipt reversals (i.e. document numbers, stock numbers, dollar amounts, etc.) that processed in MEDLOG for the month.  DFAS should decrease the suspense account by these dollar amounts.
