Guidance Procedures for receipt and accountability of materiel
(Bioenvironmental Engineering Detection AS 886H)

PURPOSE:  The purpose of this document is to provide guidance to medical logistics flight personnel on receipt and accountability of centrally purchased materiel for the Bioenvironmental Engineering Detection Allowance Standard (AS 886H).  These assets support the capabilities expected for response to a biological, chemical, radiological, nuclear and/or high-yield explosives (CBRNE) events including Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) events.  

SCOPE:  This document provides detail guidance to support implementation of procedures reflected in AFTTP 3-42.9, Home Station Response to CBRNE Events (draft available on the AFMS website at https://kx.afms.mil/website/sgdoctrine/tacticaldoctrine/index.htm) and base Medical Contingency Response Plan (MCRP).  
1.  Bioenvironmental Engineering Detection (BEE):  The BEE allowance standard (AS 886H) is listed on the AFMLO website (https://afml.ft-detrick.af.mil/afmlo/index.cfm) in its entirety.  A password is required to access the site; follow the instructions on the website to get a password.

2.  Procurement: 

 Air Combat Command (ACC) has coordinated central procurement of 34 lines of this allowance standard (AS)  through Defense Supply Center Philadelphia (DSCP) via prime vendor.  The materiel from the prime vendor will be shipped incrementally in 30 day packaged shipment.  Additionally 22 lines will also be centrally procured under separate contracts for vendor direct delivery to selected bases.  The remaining items can be purchased through existing prime vendor contracts at your base.
3.   Recommended Approach:  

These guidelines outline the approach to obtaining visibility of the Bioenvironmental Engineering allowance standard (AS 886H) which consists of 64 lines.  This AS provides a listing of materiel necessary for the BEE personnel to respond and support a WMD event as emergency responders.  Ultimately, the Bee Flight Commander is responsible for maintaining and employing this set.   
A.   Medical Logistics System (MEDLOG):
(1)  In accordance with memorandum from HQ USAF/SGX, signed by Brig Gen Kelly, dated                                 28 Mar 03, units currently utilizing the Medical Logistics System (MEDLOG) will update the status of the BEE AS in the Materiel Readiness Decision Support System (MRDSS) using the Unit Input Module (UIM).

(2)  Team chiefs maintain materiel and report monthly equipment status to Medical Readiness for reporting.  Medical Readiness reports status through MRDSS using the UIM for facilities not fielded the Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support (DMLSS) system.
(3)  You can review the policy letter and instructions for loading by accessing the AFML web site (see link above) in the Medical Readiness and Home Station Medical Response (CBRNE) section. 

(4)  Since this AS is funded by Operations and Maintenance funds, it cannot be managed by MEDLOG.

   (5)  The Homeland Defense Materiel Information window in the UIM enables the user to edit, add and delete materiel information pertaining to all HLD projects.     

   (6)  The clinical engineering office will conduct initial inspection, schedules preventive maintenance (PM), safety evaluations, and calibration of equipment.
   (7)  Equipment received will be documented for management of “Equipment in Use” using the Medical Equipment Management Office (MEMO) program (refer to AFMAN 23-110, Volume 5, Chapter 18).  The MEMO records provide the user a system of in-use equipment control, reporting, promotes economic use of equipment and effective equipment management
  (8)  Units will process a MEMO to MEMO transfer (SGM) to gain the item to MEMO records.  This will establish Equipment Maintenance record for calibration and services.
  (9)  Upon receipt and prior to issue of the equipment, MEMO will record warranty and serial number control data and entered into equipment data records.  Procedures for establishing serial number control and warranty records are in AFCSM 41-230, Volume 2.
B. Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support system (DMLSS)
(1)  For those bases where the Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support system (DMLSS) is operational, DMLSS will be the project management tool for this module.  Use of DMLSS meets the visibility requirements directed by Brig Gen Kelly in accordance with memorandum sighted above.  Users can refer to AFMAN 41-216, Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support (DMLSS) Users Manual (located on AFML web site, Logistics system, DMLSS List Server Documents).  
(2)  The capability exists in DMLSS for users to manage customer owned assemblages as well as logistics owned assemblages in the Assemblage Management (AM) module (refer to AFMAN 41-216, Chapter 8).
(3)  Units can download the published AS from AFML Web Site (see link above) and access the AM Module.  Locate the desired allowance standard and choose the download to DMLSS option. 
(4)  Using a file compression/decompression tool, i.e. WinZip, etc., un-zip the files, launch DMLSS and on the horizontal toolbar, click “Navigate” and choose Assemblage Allowance Update File”.
(5)  A window will appear for you to select the folder where the base file is stored…locate the folder.  Highlight the file entitled AMxxxxxxxxxx.del (SRAN followed by serial number), two files will appear (header and data file), select the header file (the file without the letter “I” in the 3rd position).
(6)  Immediately after importing file, the system will notify you that the “Assemblage was created successfully”.  In the Assemblage Gain window units should specify that these items are “customer owned” assemblages in the Standard Assemblage Add window.  The customer owned option allows the user to purchase with customer funds and can be privileged for management by other users in the System Service module.                                                                                                                              NOTE:  The Joint Medical Asset Repository (JMAR) data feed for assemblages has been modified to include customer owned assemblages
(7)  The Standard Assemblage Add window allows item allowance changes by accessing the Item Allowance Change window.  This window is useful when allowance levels changes are required. 

    (8)  Process an equipment gain with transaction reason “Gain from another MTF”.

 (9)  Once the items are on MEMO records, proceed to the Assemblage Record Data screen and select “ADD Location”.  This action will associate the equipment item to the customer owned assemblage.
C.  Receipt Processing:   
Medical logistics receive and gain items; upon receipt and complete process, forward items to team chiefs for storage and posturing for employment (i.e., disaster team assembly point, central storage, etc.).  Upon receipt of materiel the units will validate shipments (you can view AS 886H in AFML web site) and notify ACC (ATTN:  richard.aldridge@langley.af.mil and Barbara.Creekmore@langley.af.mil ) of receipt and any discrepancies.
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
