This division deals with items that are covered by the Comprehensive Interior Design (CID) portion of a construction design effort.  The CID is a part of the final design phase and incorporates all furniture and accessory selections, layout and identification, and documentation for procurement information into the final package.  Once established as a facility CID, all future selections of furnishings must coordinate with it.  





One area of special interest is the manufactured casework subdivision.  Not only must all casework be coordinated with the CID, it must also meet the fabrication and installation requirements established by the military standards listed below.
