Advanced Transportation Control and Movement Document (ATCMD) Submittal Form, General Cargo (current as of Dec 03)

Vendor shipments contracted through the AFMLO/VASS or medical materiel accounts should request “Advanced" air clearance.  If DSS, CMOS, or FACTS are not available, then access the web site below for Air Force cargo.

Click on DD 1384, Airlift
Select type of shipment, example General Cargo Shipment; or if the record was previously saved to system, vendor can retrieve data by clicking on Retrieve Saved File, and entering the pieces, weight, cube, and shipping date information. To retrieve file, vendor must enter the TCN#.
If you clicked on General Cargo Shipment, enter the appropriate information.  See instructions listed (below), Instructions to complete the ATCMD online.

Select Option:  Submit ATCMD or Save to System.  There is also an option that will let you print shipping labels, so that you can send them to a vendor. 

By using the Save to System option, they (the vendor) can print labels for their own cargo.  NOTE: The vendor would have to access the public website: http://www.pats.wpafb.af.mil.

APOE:  (SUU—Travis, CHS—Charleston,  DOV—Dover, WRI—McGuire, TCM—McChord, NGU—Norfolk) 

APOD:  AMC Channel aerial port for Country Shipment is going into (see AMC Channel Sequence Listing: https://tacc.scott.af.mil/directorates/xog/docs/sequencelisting.pdf.)  The user can also click on the heading “APOD” which will take you to the AMC Global Channel Operations web page and from there, you can access the "Sequence Listing for Channel Traffic."
Mode:  B (shipment arriving by truck to the APOE), 5 (Surface – small package carrier) or J (Air – small package carrier)

Type Pack:  BX (box), etc.

TCN:  16 digits, x is automatically placed in the 17th place, i.e. FM500132590001XX

Consignee Code (DoDAAC of the Receiving Activity)
Priority:  Enter 1 if RDD is 999 or shipment is life or death, enter 1 or 2 if RDD is 777 or Julian date is 21 days or less from date in TCN.
RDD:  Enter RDD in the RDD field.  NOTE:  For Priority 2, which will be most medical shipments, no later than 21 days from Julian date in TCN.
Project Code:  Enter the applicable project code (e.g., 9GF) in Project Code field or leave blank.

Ship Date/ETA Code:  4 positions.  Convert ship date to the Julian date and then change the first number to Z, for example Z64 would be 30 Dec.  The 4th position is how many days to the port (Ex 1 thru 9, a=10 and so on). 

TAC:  F7MD – NOTE:  Credit Card Orders cannot use this TAC, see AFI 64-117.  Go to:  https://www.afmc-mil.wpafb.af.mil/HQ-AFMC/LG/LSO/lol/
From here you should click on Financial Management Branch and select Purchase Card from across the top.  Also listed across the top is TAC Management which contains the TAC Request Form, in case you need to request a unit TAC. 
Pieces: Get number of pieces from vendor

Weight:  Get weight from vendor (total weight of all pieces).  Maximum weight is 250 lbs unless RDD is 999.
Cube:  Get cube from vendor (total cubic feet of shipment, determined by converting all dimensions to inches, then multiplying Length X Width X Height, then divide by 1728).  Do this for each piece and then add the cube together to get total cube for the whole shipment).  Maximum cube is 25 cube unless RDD is 999.
NSN (if applicable) or use "NNSN,” it means no national stock number. 

Item Description (Brief description of item being shipped)

TX5 (complete only if shipment exceeds 6 feet), need Length, Width, Height in inches)

Supplemental Information Fields (click on here to determine what add’l info is needed).  In addition to the information listed after clicking here, you MUST enter vendor information:  name, address and telephone number of company.  NOTE:  The vendor information is not a requirement in the DTR, but is desperately needed by the ports.     
Additional Label Data:  

In the Clear Address (required for shipping label)--enter DoDAAC & complete address of the destination Consignee overseas.

Destination Information—add unit name, phone, (GBL/DLA data if applicable).  If saving form for vendor to complete, have vendor enter carrier and Air Bill number, e.g., FEDEX 123400006789
