OCONUS Shipments Via DoD Organic Distribution System
On 23 July, the Undersecretary of Defense for Acquisition Technology and Logistics signed a policy memorandum aimed at reducing the amount of frustrated cargo sent to OCONUS locations via the DoD Organic Distribution System. The Consolidation and Containerization Points (CCP) in Tracy, California and New Cumberland, Pennsylvania are part of this system.
Highlights of the attached policy letter include a requirement that deliveries be made using door-to-door commercial transportation unless the vendor notifies the contracting officer or designee that they are unable to use door-to-door commercial transportation. Vendors will be given alternate shipping instructions which include business rules for shipping through the DOD Organic Distribution System. In other words, do not use the CCP as a routine “ship to” address unless the vendor does not have the capability to ship to your door at your OCONUS location.
GPC holders should provide vendors with business rules on how to engage with the DoD Organic Distribution System when it is determined that door-to-door commercial transportation is not possible for purchases made with the Government Purchase Card (GPC).
Business rules for how to enter a shipment into the DoD Organic Distribution System are also included in the attached policy memorandum. Of note is the requirement to place a packing slip in a plastic pouch on the outside of packages and, if applicable, to include a hard copy of the MSDS in the plastic pouch.
The shift of DLA shipments to commercial transportation will not affect crisis or contingency situations. Rules pertaining to crises or contingencies remain unchanged. (AFMLO/FOP, 1st Lt Scott Miller, DSN 343-4168, commercial 301 619-4168, scott.miller@ft-detrick.af.mil)
