AFMAN 23-110, Volume 5 AF Medical Materiel Management System – General Summary of Revisions (1 January 2002)

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS:  This revision supersedes the information and procedures found in AFMAN 23-110, Volume 5, dated July 1998.  Revisions include:


a.  All Chapters:  Changed all “Table of Allowance (TA)” references to “Allowance Standard (AS).”
b.  Chapter 1, General and Administrative:  Information updated, revised certificate of transfer for medical stock record account, and added new definitions.
c.  Chapter 2, Data Elements and Codes:  Advice and status code changes, condition code revisions, new attachment for management codes of quality deficiency related materiel, project code attachment deleted, new attachment for refund codes, and DLA Supply Center activity address updates.
d.  Chapter 5, Reports:  Submitting reports to AFMLO

e.  Chapter 6, Allowance Standard (AS) Development, Change, and Review Procedures:  Manpower and Equipment Force Packaging (MEFPAK) and pilot unit responsibilities, AS management and review, and new attachment for Allowance Standard (AS) change process.
f.  Chapter 8, Requirements, Requisitions, and Due-Ins:  Use of Medical-Dental Division (MDD) funds, requisitioning Air Force Centrally Managed Equipment, using the Veteran’s Administration Special Services (VASS) Contracting Office at Fort Detrick Maryland to purchase medical equipment, medical systems, and medical services.
g.  Chapter 9, Receipts Resulting from Requisitions:  Submitting SF 364s electronically whenever possible.
h.  Chapter 10, Issues and Due-Outs:  Information updated and reformatted.
i.  Chapter 12, Gains and Losses of Inventory:  Revised scheduling and performing physical inventories, processing condition code “Q” (Suspended) material to DRMO, accounting for PV credit returns and use of the dollars received, and new attachment “Suggested WRM Inventory Process.”
j.  Chapter 13, Expiration Dated Items:  Information updated.
k.  Chapter 14, Controlled Medical Items:  Identifying and monitoring controlled medical items.
l.  Chapter 15, Medical Service War Reserve Material (WRM) Program:  Updated information, changes in WRM project codes and where to find the latest ones, routing of Food and Drug Administration (FDA) authorization waiver requests, loaning WRM assets, changes in BW/CW requirements, funding for medical WRM, reporting WRM asset availability, new attachment providing guidance on loaning WRM assets, reformatted and revised BW/CW requirements.

m.  Chapter 16, Local Purchase (LP):  Considering the environmental and life cycle costs associated with purchasing decisions, annual product and price comparison reviews, purchasing required-use contract items, recommending stock listing actions, use of International Merchant Purchase Authorization Card (IMPAC) for payments of items purchased via the Electronic Catalog (ECAT) system, using the ECAT system, delegating power of attorney to the pharmacist to approve the procurement and receipt of the schedule II controlled substances, conducting annual pharmacy formulary reviews and using the Product and Price Comparison tool to conduct those formulary reviews.
n.  Chapter 18, Medical Equipment Management:  Air Force Medical Logistics Office (AFMLO) role in managing the funding and budget requirements for medical investment equipment, leasing and donation of capital (investment) equipment, certifying inventory adjustments when the variance is attributed to an item reclassification, obtaining disposition instructions for investment equipment, and accounting for and financial reporting of investment or capital equipment.
o.  Chapter 19, Quality Assurance:  Obtaining QA messages from the AFMLO Internet site.
p.  Chapter 20, Excess:  Turning in all excess nonmedical materiel, serviceable or unserviceable, except centrally managed WRM equipment, to base supply
q.  Chapter 21, Linen Supply:  Issuing medical uniforms only when wear is mandated by local MTF policy.
r.  Chapter 22, Manual Supply Operations: Developing manual operations locally for computer systems that are critical to daily operations of the logistics account.

s.  Chapter 23, Storage:  Ensuring that controlled items within WRM programs that are activated are controlled in the same manner as in garrison assets where possible.

t.  Chapter 24, Packing, Marking, And Shipping:  Determining which funds to use to pay for shipments of materiel.
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
