SUBJECT:  SGML Policy Letter 2001-01, Use of Air Force Medical Logistics List Server 

1.  The Air Force Medical Logistics Letter (AFMLL) will be available by electronic subscription only beginning with the July 2001 issue.  The June 2001 issue will be the last printed copy.  The primary reasons for going paperless are to improve the timeliness of information, increase readership access, and decrease distribution costs.  This will enable all medical logistics personnel to receive timely information delivered directly to their personal electronic mailbox.  To subscribe, individuals must go to the Air Force Medical Logistics (AFML) web site at https://afml.ft-detrick.af.mil.  Click on “AFML List Server” and follow the instructions.   

2.  In addition to the AFMLL, there are currently 37 other list server products available for subscription.  These range from information on the Prime Vendor Program to Medical Equipment Device Alerts.  A complete listing can be found on the AFML web site.  As we move to a paperless environment, it is imperative electronic documents get to the right people, required actions are taken, and proper documentation occurs at each logistics activity.  It is incumbent upon each Medical Logistics Flight Commander and NCOIC to ensure appropriate procedures are in place to accommodate new electronic communications.

3.  As a minimum, the following list server products are mandatory effective 1 July 2001 for all logistics activities:

Title
Minimum Mandatory Subscribers
Air Force Medical Logistics Letter 
Medical Logistics Flight Commander (MLFC) and NCOIC

Allowance Standard Alert Messages
Primary and two alternates appointed by MLFC  

FDA Recalls/Alert Notices 
Primary and two alternates appointed by MLFC

Medical Equipment Device Alerts
Primary and two alternates appointed by MLFC

Tri-Service Medical Excess Distribution System
Primary and two alternates appointed by MLFC

4.  The Medical Logistics Flight Commander or appointed designee is responsible for validating that the list server subscribers match the appointment letters.  To obtain a list server subscription list for your facility, go to https://afml.ft-detrick.af.mil/afmlo/listserver/ExtQuery.cfm and enter your facility’s DODACC number (e.g. FM3010), leaving the rest of the fields blank.  A printed copy of this list will be validated and signed by the Medical Logistics Flight Commander on a quarterly basis and will be included in the appointment book documentation.  The primary appointee shall establish procedures with alternate appointees to ensure continual coverage during their absence.      

5.  Although the other list server products are not mandatory, they provide an invaluable source of information in the execution of daily logistics functions.  For example, there are list server products of specific interest to the War Reserve Materiel Program Manager, the Shelf Life Extension Program Manager, and the Flu Vaccine Program Manager to name a few.  In addition, there are several list server products developed specifically for biomedical equipment technicians and facilities management staff.  I highly encourage all medical logistics personnel to take advantage of the information available by subscribing to the list server products pertaining to their field.
